The use of italics reflects teleconference discussion regarding a posted committee report, or notes added following conclusion of the teleconference.
3. CC Business:
a. 2007 Fall SIW (Orlando, 16 - 21 September): Accounting is now complete. We ended up with a small ($4K) surplus after all direct and indirect expenses.

b. 2008 Spring SIW (Providence, 13 - 18 April): Rick Severinghaus has asked that Jesse Citizen; Director, M&S CO, speak at the Spring Plenary. This was very favorably received. Ralph will coordinate with Steve. 
Previously reported plenary speaker possibilities include Jim Anderson, Brown University Cognitive Science professor, who, schedule permitting, could possibly address the SISO Plenary on Mon and the BRIMS Plenary on Tues. Bob Powell, representing FDA Translational Medicine, is a likely speaker. Steve is trying to get Cory Ondrejka, former Chief Technology Officer, Linden Lab, to speak on Second Life http://secondlife.com/. Steve is also coordinating with a Johnson & Wales professor who has a Virtual Rhode Island program done inside Second Life. Steve is still working special events and will have an update at the next meeting.
Papers are due today, 6 Feb, and evaluations have started.

Rev 2 of the room schedule has been distributed. There are still several SGs/PDGs/PSGs that haven't spoken up. With the BRIMS location, space is rather tight. Groups will need to be flexible. We need to finalize our speaker list and get it posted ASAP.

The target number for exhibitors is 20-22. Pat plans to make a media slideshow highlighting Providence for S08. 

Priscilla has coordinated with Olivier de Weck, Associate Professor of Aeronautics and Astronautics and Engineering Systems at MIT, regarding a simulation supply chain he developed with all the planets done through JPL for NASA. This could be a possible demo attraction. Steve will follow up. Priscilla again mentioned Professor de Weck, MIT POC for Space Net. A telecom is needed soon to work out the details (Ralph, Priscilla, Steve, Duke and Professor de Weck). Priscilla will re-send her information to Ralph and Duke. 

c. 2008 Euro SIW (Edinburgh, 16-19 June): Abstracts are due this Friday. A joint SISO/SCS event web page is up, along with specific SISO and SCS web pages. We need to recruit speakers, tutorials, and decide on any other special events.
A joint fee structure has been agreed upon and a joint registration process (administered by ICMS) is in place. Abstracts are due 10 Feb. 

The sequence of events includes tutorials Mon morning, the Plenary Mon afternoon, a couple of parallel sessions Tues and Wed, and a social event one evening. Bill is soliciting approximately five tutorials, possibly addressing an Endless Body of Knowledge Index, Conceptual Modeling, Professional Certification (with a view toward making it international), and an M&S ROI or cost investment tutorial, and whatever we have. Bill sees short, independent plenary sessions, and a joint Plenary with a couple of speakers. Separate independent plenary sessions will require two rooms with both groups meeting for the joint session. Ralph has emailed Graham regarding proposed social event(s). 

The theme is “Use of M&S in Command and Control Systems”. Priscilla is arranging a joint peer-reviewed Space Track with SCS in Edinburgh. 
Links to SummerSim from our web page and vice versa have been established. There is no link yet for those submitting to the peer reviewed Simulation Standardization Special Joint Track. SCS will manage the peer reviewed process. Ralph and Graham will discuss exhibitor tables Thu, 7 Feb. Ralph reported that a helper for Graham has been identified in the UK.

d. 2008 Fall SIW (Orlando, 14 - 19 September): This SIW will be held at the Florida Hotel, which is connected to The Florida Mall (on Sand Lake Road, near the airport), with many restaurants inside and near the Mall. See http://www.thefloridahotelorlando.com for additional information. A contract has also been signed for 20-25 September 2009. We should post our Call for Papers by mid-March, including our theme summary and any special events.

Open Source outreach and one day special session/track for 2008 Fall SIW: Tom raised the SAC requested one day special session for open source developers to present some of their materials and see what SISO is about. The CC supports the idea. Duke will review the possibilities for a reduced registration fee, preferably for Wed or Thu. We’ll need to cover our costs. 

Duke will provide due dates for the Fall SIW.

Ralph’s draft theme statement was posted to CC-PVT on 9 Jan: “Training: Both Military and Non-Military

In 2007, the US Department of Defense released the Defense Science Board Summer Study 2006 on "21st Century Strategic Technology Vectors". The study identified "Human Terrain Preparation" as a critical vector for the 21st Century. Within this topic, they identified Rapid Training and Continuous Learning; Automated Language Processing; and Human, Social, Cultural, and Behavioral Modeling as the key components of preparing the human terrain.

The US military is certainly not unique in concerning itself with these topics. Crisis managers, Emergency Medical providers, Traffic planners, Automobile manufacturers, Police forces and Shipping companies are vitally concerned with predicting human responses to stimulus with a view of ensuring that learning takes place as quickly and efficiently as possible.” There have been no comments thus far. Ralph asked for changes or other suggested theme statements. 
Charles’ plan for Tools on Parade (ToP) was unanimously approved for the Fall SIW. ToP was last done Monday morning during the 2005 Fall SIW.  The information has been posted to the Fall site.
e. 2009 Spring SIW (San Diego, 22-27 March): A combined SISO/SCS event will be held at the DoubleTree Mission Valley, San Diego. Space will be very tight. The BRIMS leadership is still thinking that they will NOT co-locate with us in 2009, but they have not explained the rationale for this decision.

f. 2009 Euro SIW: SCS does plan a co-located Euro conference in Munich, Germany in 2009. Dr. Axel Lehman, SCS POC, is a possible local coordinator. The CC previously concurred in principle depending on the time frame. The tentative time frame is the second week in July in Munich, possibly at a university. Exhibits at a university may not be able to be accommodated. 
g. Local SIW Coordination Timeline (SISO-ADM-009-2008): Document reposted to SISO-CC 23 Jan with EXCOM’s changes. CC approval was requested by 1 Feb; silence assuming consent. Approvals posted from Jane, Wink, Emmet, and Tom. Ralph will accept the changes and forward for EXCOM approval. 
h. Sponsorship/Support Activities: Allison has sent tax letters to our 2007 sponsors. Invoices for 2008 have stalled temporarily because of setting up our Spring paper reviews and Euro abstract reviews. We still have a few previous sponsors for whom we don't have current points of contact. Duke will follow up on these as soon as he can.

i. SISO Membership Activities: Diana Krynski reports that 56 people have renewed their SISO membership for 2008 using the new SISO membership web page maintained by ICMS. This represents income of $4200.
j. CC Member Status: Not discussed. The CC has two Appointee vacancies for 2007-2008. Priscilla Elfrey was granted a waiver to serve until Spring ’08, by which time she is expected to have relinquished her role as SPACE Forum Chair. Forum Chairs can not serve on the CC (P&P para 7.1.2).
k. Follow–Up Committee: Not discussed. Steve was to contact Tony requesting that he post the spreadsheet addressing actionable outbrief items. Tony - please post the spreadsheet for CC member review and be prepared to discuss it at the 5 Mar CC telecon.
